Australia Awards: Australia Awards are provided
by the Australian Government for tertiary study
opportunities at top tier Australian institutions.
Funded by the Department of Foreign Affairs and
Trade as part of the Australian Government’s
development cooperation program, they are
provided to governments and citizens from
selected developing countries, including
Indonesia.

In addition to the many Australia Awards
awarded annually in the Asia Pacific region,

300 postgraduate scholarships are awarded to
Indonesians each year to study at universities
across Australia. Scholarships are for
postgraduate study only with 85% being offered at
the Masters level and 15% at the Doctorate level.
More than half of the scholarships recipients are
civil servants with the remainder from schools,
universities, health, research and civil society
organisations. Teachers are well represented
among awardees.
